I might add that the matter of 
homosexuality is presently being �r�e�v�i�e�~�e�d� and studied 
by the Scientific Council of C.P.A.

Those . are the cases of which I am currently aware. As 
you may know, the ability of gay people to "pass" as 
heterosexual is a mixed olessing. It means that most gay 
victims of discrimination are not willing to make an issue 
of such discrimination, as such action necessitates disclosure 
that could, in turn, lead to further discrimination. Accord­
ingly, it is often more difficult for the . gay person to deal 
with an,d document discrimination than it would be for other 
lIIinorities .
