Correspondence on old subject files indicates that

the following number of Canadian Forces members were

released pursuant to CFAO 19-20 because of homosexual

orientation or conduct in each of the years 1982 to 1984

inclusive (a breakdown by gender is not available):

1982 - 45

1983 - 44

1984 - 38

The following number of non-commissioned

members were released in each of the years 1985 to 1992

(as of 1 Maj 1992):

Although a comparable record for officers has not been

main tai ned it is known that at least one female officer

was released in 1989 and one male officer in 1990.

In January 1988, an interim policy was

introduced which permits members either to remain in the

Canadian Forces with certain career restrictions or to

accept release. As of 1 May 1992, nine male members and

five female members were being retained under the interim

po1 icy.
